A special training on sensitization of police officers about road accident survivors was jointly conducted by
In-service Training Centre, Vellore Range with Department of Physical Medicineand Rehabilitation, Christian Medical
College, Vellorefrom 1% to 17" August, 2023.

Road Traffic Injuries (RTI) areidentified asthe most common cause of mortality, disability, and morbidity in India.

Themain thrust of accident prevention and control acrossthe world has been onthe4 E’si.e. (i) Education; (ii)
Engineering; (iii) Enforcement; and (iv) Emergency care of road accident victims.

Hence, atraining program was organised for traffic police officersfrom Vel lore, Ranipet, Tirupattur and Tiruvannamalai
Districtsunder the guidance of Dr. M. S. Muthusamy, IPS, DIG of Vellore Region and Mr. Raveendran, DSPand his
team of police officers. Four sessionswere conducted in which 77 police officers actively participated. Dr. S. Guru
Nagarajan, Road Safety Coach (certified by the WHO MENTOR-VIP) was the resource person and ateam of
social workersled by Mr. Elango at the Rehabilitation I nstitute organized an interactive session with survivors.
