Curry Leaf
Common name: Curry Leaf

Botanical name: Bergera koenigii
Family: Rutaceae
Name in Tamil: Karivepilla

Field identification: Small tree, 4-6 m tall, trunk up to 40 cm diameter. Leaves pinnate, 11-21
leaflets, each leaflet 2-4 cm long and 1-2 cm broad, . highly aromatic. Flowers small white, fragrant.
Fruit berries small black, shin, edible, but their seeds are poisonous.
