Leaf with 3 leaflets with 13 cm long stalk with terminal leaflet
largest 10-15cm 9-13 cm. Flowers large 5-6.3 x 2.5-3.8 cm, bright scarlet, 30 cm long clusters at the
end of branchlets. Pods black, beaked, constricted between seeds
