3.8 cm, alternate, ovate,
rounded apex, 3 depressed
veins, fine tooth at margin.
Leaves dark-green, glossy on
the upper side and pale-green to
grey-green on the lower side.
Evergreen or deciduous
depending on climate. Tiny
flowers, whitish- green. Fruits
green turning to orange or
brown, 2-3 cm ,white pulp and
seed.
