12.5	cm	x	3.7-8	cm	ovate-
oblong.	Flowers	clusters	of	
bright	yellow	drooping	sprays	
30-60	cm	long,	4-6	cm	across.	
Fruit	30-60	cm	long	dark	brown	
pods,	2.5	cm	wide,	like	straight	
pipes.
