Field	identification:		Grows	to	15-20	feet	height.	Grey	coloured,	rough	and	scaly	bark.	Leaves	grow	in	
crowded	spirals	at	tips	of	branches.	Leaves	over	one	foot	long,	tapers	at	ends	with	parallel	veins.	
Large,	waxy	white	flowers	with	distinctive	golden	centre,	funnel	shaped	with	5	spreading	petals.
